Fill in the field only if the export good for which the licence application is made has been imported into the EU's customs territory from a third country. If there are several goods descriptions, provide the country of origin for each.
	paragraph: Choose a country’s name in the drop-down menu. Fill in the field only if the goods for whose export the application is made have been imported into the EU’s customs area from a third country. 	paragraph: Choose the export procedure code in the drop-down menu: 
	paragraph: Four-digit export procedure codes which contain more information are used for the customs declaration of export goods. If you like, you can provide a four-digit code in the field Additional information.
	paragraph: State the period of validity you need the licence for; write it as dd.mm.yyyy. Always provide the last day of a month as the last day of validity (dd). As a rule, a licence is always granted for at least a year but it can be granted for a longer period on the basis of a project’s duration or its delivery schedule.
