1. 
This Annex identifies the environmental requirements, responsibilities and procedures for [the Exercise Name (Acronym), Year].
2.
General information:

2.1 The best practicable and feasible Environmental measures must be applied. 

2.2 The Participants will respect all [HN’s] regulations relating to Environmental considerations or aspects, safety regulations and fire-protection orders.

2.3 [The HN] will provide relevant Environmental policy and documents at the earliest stages in the planning process.
2.4 [The HN] will provide the Participants with Environmental guidance, standards and procedures to be applied during [the Exercise Acronym]. The standards are not higher than those under which [the HN] forces operate. [The HN] will provide Environmental POCs for subject matter expertise in the topics of, but not limited to, training area management, hazardous/solid waste management, and cultural property protection.

2.5 Designated Environmental Protection Officers (EPOs) of Participants, supported by [HN] Environmental POCs, will provide appropriate environmental education and training to their troops before the training.

2.6 [HN] is responsible for providing current Environmental condition or baseline surveys for the used functional areas of [the Exercise location/site].  Information should be provided prior to the Initial Planning Conference, but no later than [DATE].
2.7 Participant and [the HN] forces are required to make Environmental Condition Reports to document conditions at the beginning and end of the Exercise, as well as any significant adverse environmental impacts or threats.

5.
Principles

5.1.
According to the precautionary principle, environmental damage should be avoided. Inevitable environmental damage should be minimized. Environmental damage that has occurred should be mitigated to the greatest extent possible.

5.2.
As a general rule the “polluter pays principle” will be followed.

5.3.
Participants shall be cautious in the conservative use of resources and the production of waste streams.

5.4.
The planning, organization and conduct of the activities will be executed during the exercise according to the regulations of [the HN]:
5.4.1 Will cause only a minimum environmental burden and use.
5.4.2 Will prevent, to the greatest extent possible, environmental pollution.
5.4.3 Will preclude, to the greatest extent possible, environmental damages.

5.5.
Participants are responsible for controlling [the Exercise location/site] and ranges for trash/waste and ammunition crates and brass in accordance with range regulations and procedures under which [the HN] operates. [The Exercise location/site] will be left free of trash/refuse, waste, and other ammunition components.

5.6.
Environmentally endangering or damaging activities shall be ceased immediately and mitigative actions commenced accordingly. Liability for significant adverse impacts on the environment will be processed by legal norms.

6.
Pollution prevention and spill response

6.1.
The Participants agree to take all reasonable pollution prevention precautions, including establishing secondary containment at fuel storage and dispensing facilities, generator stands and hazardous material storage facilities, to avoid hazardous spills. Spill reporting and clean-up procedures in [the Exercise location/site] will be agreed upon by the Participants and [the Exercise Acronym] commander prior to the start of the [the Exercise Acronym].

6.2    The Participants will segregate and store hazardous waste (including used oil) by category and store it in properly marked containers for removal and disposal as directed by [the HN].  Solid waste and recyclables will be segregated and processed in accordance with [the HN] regulations.

6.3.   Vehicles and equipment may only be serviced and refueled in designated areas determined by [the HN].  

6.4     In the event of pollution by hazardous waste or hazardous materials, to include chemical release, the source of the pollution will be stopped and contained immediately. Participants are required to provide spill kits and decontamination equipment, and dedicate necessary personnel to the spill response.

6.5.   Environmental accidents and damages will be immediately reported to [the HN] in writing, according to [the HN] Exercise Spill Response Plan (or Incident Management Plan), and the NATO Environmental Condition Report found in STANAG 6500 (AJEPP-6). All environmental investigations will be conducted jointly by representatives of both [the HN] and [the SN].
